BURTON BRADSTOCK PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Finance & General Purposes Committee held on Wednesday 8th April 2009 at 6.00pm in the Reading Room, Burton Bradstock.

Present: Cllrs: S.Pett,  A.Mackie,  P.Dutton,  F.Moore (Clerk),  K.Jones (RFO).

1. Apologies: Cllrs: D.Batten,  D.Venn,  K.Broad.

2. Declarations of Interest: There were no Declarations of Interest.

3. Introduction of new Responsible Finance Officer: The Chairman welcomed K.Jones to the meeting and wished her well in her future duties.

4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting, 27th January 2009:
The minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by the Chairman as a true record.

5. Matters Arising:

· Asset Register:  It was agreed that P.Dutton and the Clerk would meet in the Reading Room to try and locate any paperwork verifying what the Council owns.
· Action Regarding External Audit Report:  The review of the effectiveness of the internal audit and risk assessment of Council procedures must be done before the full Parish Council meeting in March 2010.
6. Insurance Position: Outstanding N.Trust Insurance.

P.Dutton reported that the Reading Room contents insurance had been increased to £7,000. After the surrender of the Café to the N.Trust the premium will also be reduced. P.Dutton to contact our insurers to ask about a reduction in the premium for no longer storing and transferring large amounts of cash, and the reduction in the number of employees.  A.Mackie stated that he had received copies of documents regarding the surrender of the lease from D.Venn and he would liaise with P.Dutton when the surrender had been completed.
7. Broadmayne Charity: 

There was no report on this matter due to the absence of D.Batten.

8. Grant Aid:

· Victim Support: An application for financial assistance was put into abeyance until the May Parish Council meeting.
· Burton Bradstock Youth Club: S.Pett reported that a number of adults wished to restart the village Youth Club. It was agreed to recommend to the Parish Council that they be offered free use of the Reading Room and initial photocopying facilities to promote the club. The Clerk to liaise with the new volunteer leaders reference CRB Clearance and transfer of monies from the old youth club account.
9.Public Loan for Allotments: 
It was agreed to place this item regarding the settling up of the loan on the agenda of the Finance Committee in September 2009.

10. Current Finance Issues:

Discussion took place regarding the electrical work that needed to be done in the Post Office in order to pass safety inspections and insurance demands. The work was of an urgent nature and would cost £1386 plus VAT. It was agreed to recommend this payment to the full Council. 

Quotes were still being sought for work on the Post office frontage, facia and windows.

It was also agreed to recommend to the full Council that the Village Society be approached to share some of the costs of the maintenance and electrical work. It would also be advisable to review the current agreement with the Village Society and the Parish Council regarding the Post office.

K.Jones reported that she had brought the financial records up to date; particularly with reference to actual spend during the financial year 2008/2009. Details were circulated to the Committee.
Invoices for payment were approved.

The Clerk to contact the bank regarding the new RFO in order that she can be a signatory on cheques, transfer funds and receive direct the bank statements.

K.Jones to contact I.Wigglesworth the Internal Auditor.

11. National Trust Annual Car Park Payment:  

As the surrender leases had not been agreed and signed the annual payment to the N.Trust for car park fees has not been paid.  The Clerk and the RFO to establish the terms of the High Interest account and to transfer the appropriate sum to the Current account in preparation for payment after approval from the Council. The Clerk and RFO also to find out cost for this year and how much cost was last year.
12. End of Year Returns. Preparation for AGM 23rd April 2009.

K.Jones stated that she was meeting with C.Hughes to prepare the end of year report in the same format as previous years for the AGM. The Chairman stated that   the internal auditor should be consulted as part of this process. The end of year report will be presented to the full Council for approval at 6.30pm in the Reading Room on 23rd April 2009.
