BURTON BRADSTOCK PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Planning & Development Committee held on Tuesday 9th December 2008 at 6.30pm in the Reading Room, Burton Bradstock.

Present: Cllrs: D.Batten,  P.Dutton,  P.Toms,  F.Moore (Clerk),  and thirteen members of the public.

1. Apologies: Cllrs: D.Dixon,  L.Comley.

2. Declarations of Interest: There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes of the Previous Meeting 19th November 2008.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by the Chairman as a true record.

4. Matters arising:

· Planning Application 1/D/08/002070 – Manor Farm. The Clerk reported that since the meeting on the 19th November the Council had received two letters of objection from Mr & Mrs McCalmont-Woods, and three other letters of objection from Mr & Mrs Punter, G.Herbert and Mr & Mrs Saunders-White. Most of these were copies sent to WDDC Planning Development Services.
In the light of these letters the Chairman opened the meeting to the public, after re-iterating what the Council had said to WDDC on this planning application.

Concern was expressed from the public on a variety of issues. 

a) That the development was mostly outside the defined building boundary.

b) It was too large a site for the village.

c) There would be an increase in traffic.

d) There could be potential risk of flooding

e) That there was not enough green areas being provided

The Chairman referred to a number of documents from WDDC and from an Inspectors report in 2005 suggesting that this brown field site could be used in the future. There was clearly still a need for affordable housing in the area.
The Chairman re-iterated that the Council unanimously supported the planning application only as long as a Locality Clause, by means of a Section 106 Agreement, was inserted for affordable housing in the initial location and also at a secondary stage. If this was not agreed the Council would object to the application. Since the meeting P.Fry had agreed to do this.
Further discussion took place and it was made clear from the members of the public that their primary objection was that most of the development would be outside the defined building boundary. A suggestion was made that this should be conveyed to WDDC Planning Development Services.

The Chairman thanked everyone for their contributions and closed the meeting to the public.

It was agreed by the Planning Committee to write to WDDC stating that 13 members of the public had attended the Planning Meeting and to express their concerns regarding the application primarily due to most of the development being outside of the defined building boundary.
