BURTON BRADSTOCK PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Planning &  Development Committee held on Thursday 7th August 2008 in the Reading Room at 6.30pm.

Present: Cllrs: D.Batten,  P.Toms,  S.Pett,  L.Comley,  F.Moore (Clerk),  P.Fry,  D.Lohfink (C.G Fry & Son), and two members of the public.

1. Apologies: Cllr: D.Dixon.

2.Declarations of Interest: 

There were no declarations of interest.

3. Minutes of the Previous meeting and any matters arising:

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by the Chairman as a true record.

· Travel Expenses: The Clerk reported that the full Council had given authority for travel expenses to be paid to Councillors on Parish Council business, and that he was awaiting the detail of expenses to be sent from DAPTC.

4. Presentation by ‘Frys’, reference Manor House Farm Development.
P.Fry and D Lohfink gave a detailed presentation regarding the above development. It was now a Planning wish that developers should meet with interested stakeholders prior to submitting a planning application. Most of the proposed site was outside the defined development boundary, but would include private housing; affordable housing and BI light industrial areas. There would be 9 private houses, 5 affordable houses and two industrial areas. The current industrial facilities would still remain operative.

The access to the development would be through an improved access on Barr Lane. 

Plans, drawings and elevations of all the site was shown to the councillors and debate took place on number of bedrooms, car parking, styles and materials etc.

Full environmental, contamination, design and access surveys were being conducted.

The Parish Council felt that the development of the site would be beneficial to the village, taking into account the provision of affordable housing, possible job opportunities, the tidying up of a site etc. The Council were concerned that sustainable materials and fittings should be used if possible and that the access to the site was fully investigated as there was a problem a little further down the road at the junction of Barr Lane and Charles Road.
The plans and drawings would be passed to councillors for further investigation.

The Chairman thanked P.Fry and D.Lohfink for there detailed presentation.

· S.Pett. B3157 Update: S.Pett reported that she had attended two Board Meetings and was very concerned about how the funding for improving the safety on the B3157 was being allocated. At the moment it appeared that the footpath in Burton Bradstock was not included in the total project although A.Berry (Highways) indicated that it would. The Board feels that money should be spent on the roads between the villages where accidents have taken place. The main thrust from the last meeting was lead by a consultant about educating drivers and that courses would soon be advertised. Indeed the Village Hall had been booked for the 8th September for such a course. Concern was expressed by all that this was a total waste of money and did not fit the basic criteria of road safety improvements that the village had discussed with the Highways Dept. It was agreed that S.Pett contact A.Mackie on how the Parish Council should respond.
