1. Apologies:

There were no apologies.

2. Declarations of Interest:

Approval:

1/D/08/000614 – 2 High Street. Erect garden building.

1/D/08/000764 – Old Mill House, Mill Street.  This had already been approved and then withdrawn. The re submitted application showed that the roof would be made of natural slate.

Consultation:

1/D/08/000986 – Othona, Coast Road. Erect replacement dwelling for warden and carry out alterations to car park. There were no objections. The Parish Council supported the sustainability ethos of the application. It was also commented that the proposed future solar panels should be installed at the building stage of the project.
